2. MEN PROVIDE __________________________________. 

“Train up a child in the way he should go, And when he is old he will 

not depart from it.” Proverbs 22:6 (NKJV)  

 

“Therefore an overseer must be above reproach, the husband of one 

wife, sober-minded, self-controlled, respectable, hospitable, able to 

teach, not a drunkard, not violent but gentle, not quarrelsome, not a 

lover of money. He must manage his own household well, with all 

dignity keeping his children submissive.”

• 63% of youth suicides are from father absent 

homes 

•  71% of high school dropouts are from father 

absent homes 

•  85% of all youths in prison are from father absent 

homes 

• 6.6 times more likely to become teenage mothers 

• 4.6 times more likely to commit suicide 

• 24.3 times more likely to run away from home 

• 15.3 times more likely to end up in prison 

• 72% of adolescent murderers grew up without 

fathers in the home 

• 60% of adolescent rapist grew up without father in 

the home 

• 70% of juveniles in state operated institutions grew 

up in homes without fathers 

• 40% of kids living in fatherless homes have not 

seen their fathers in a year or more 

• Of kids living in single parent homes, 35% never 

see their father 

• Kids who exhibit violent behavior are 11 times 

more likely not to have lived with their dad in a 

year or more 

• The likelihood that a young male will engage in 

criminal activity doubles if he is raised without his 

father 

• Kids who live without their father are twice as likely 

to drop out of school
